Lastly, David DEPENDED UPON GOD’S POWER. It was
obvious David had no warring experience. The armor
and helmet belonging to Saul did not fit him. He was
untrained and inexperienced. However, He had God on
his side and that was enough! If God is for us, who can
be against us? (Rom 8:31) God can use the most
insignificant thing to accomplish His will. But God chose
the foolish things of the world to shame the wise. God
chose the weak things of the world to shame the strong.
He chose the lowly things of this world and the despised
things-and the things that are not - to nullify the things
that are. God's power is needed for making moves! 

GOD IS NOT LOOKING FOR YOUR ABILITY, BUT RATHER
YOUR AVAILABILITY!

When making moves we must consider David and his winning

preparation found in 1 Sam:17. 

First and foremost, David was PASSIONATE FOR GOD’S
GLORY. The Lord described David as “a man after my own
heart; he will do everything I wanted him to do” (Acts 13:22).
David was driven by a desire to see that God’s Name be
exalted and God be glorified. Not everyone shares the same
passion. In fact, his oldest brother Eliab came to him,
burning with anger, and asked: “Why have you come down
here? … I know how conceited you are and how wicked your
heart is; you came down only to watch the battle” (1 Sam
17:28). David’s words exposed their cowardice hearts and
their fears. Are we more concerned about our name or the
Name of the Lord? Are we more concerned about defending
our reputation, or the glory of God? Our passion for God's
glory is paramount for making moves!

Secondly, David was FAMILIAR WITH GOD’S FAITHFULNESS.
This is evident when he has to convince Saul to let him fight
Goliath. David said, If God delivered me in the past, He will
deliver me now. David was tending his father’s sheep as a
young boy. Nothing glamorous or great, but he experienced
God’s presence, protection, and power. David learns lessons
about God’s power and faithfulness, in the private arena (at
home in the backyard) before God thrusts him into the
public arena (and appoints him leader over Israel).
Familiarity with God's faithfulness provides the atmosphere
for making moves! 
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In the red corner wearing nothing but sandals and a
tunic is the anointed runt of a kid. The challenger,

weighing in at too small. His record is a shattering 0-0
against humans. He has no armor. He has no sword. He

has no shield. He has no army training and no army
supporting him. Jesse’s youngest son,

Daaaaaaavidddddddd! 

And in the other corner, wearing a hundred and twenty-
five pounds of steel-plated armor. The enemy warrior.

Undefeated! He’s head and shoulders above all.
Undefeated! Ripped head to toe with solid muscle.

Undefeated! He’s highly trained in all kinds of combat.
Undefeated! He carries a spear and a sword. He wears a

huge helmet. He has an unlimited supply of
ammunition. He has a separate armor bearer to carry
his gear. He has a full army behind him. Undefeated!

  Storms come in many shapes and many sizes. Some
are like a snap, crackle, and pop, meaning they don’t last
long and cause little or no damage.  Others may be
monstrous, moving fast and with fury, while some can
be slow, seeming as if they will never end.

  According to the apostle James, we are told: “count it
all joy when you fall into various trials, knowing that
the testing of your faith produces patience.”  In other
words, James tells us to embrace our storms, our
troubles, our pain, and our sorrow. And be aware that
the assessment of our faith and trust will birth forth the
character of perseverance and fortitude. Although this
may seem strange to our way of thinking, it is perfect in
the sight of the Assessor, Jesus Christ. For James
continued to tell us, “But let patience have its perfect
work, that you may be perfect and complete,...”   My
friends Jesus is not trying to tear us down or harm you
and me. He is designing and working in us the same
nature of perfection of Himself and God the Father. The
Holy Spirit through Jesus Christ is working to bring into
completion that which God has started in us. The
apostle Paul said, “being confident of this very thing,
that He who begun a good work in you will complete it
until the day of Christ” (Philippians 1:6).

LEVELING UP IN CHRIST

In reading the scriptures, I believe God desires for His
children to Level Up whether they choose to or not. 
 God reminded Cain that if he would Level Up and
present a proper offering, he would be blessed just as
Abel was, but he chose not to.  

Abram was willing to Level Up and obey God, resulting
in his name being great, a great nation coming from his
loins, and all people of the earth being blessed including
us.

As Christians, sometimes we must make difficult choices
if we want to Level Up spiritually.
We must love God and ourselves enough to grow and
develop into whom God has already ordained us to be
in Christ Jesus.

Here are a few ways we can Level Up.

1. Read the Word of God every day.
2. Build Your Faith by reading, hearing, and meditating
on God’s Word.
3. Declare the Word of God over your life and others.
4. Cast down or control thoughts that don’t agree with
God’s Word.
5. Worship and Praise will produce Joy and the Joy of the
Lord is your strength.
6. Edify or build up your spirit, by praying in the Spirit
(praying in tongues).
7. Get rid of those things that are heavy, weighing you
down.

Leveling Up or Level Up, what does that mean?  To be
truthful, I never thought about it; I don’t recall ever using the
phrase.  I guess since the pandemic, I have heard the term
used quite a bit, especially among young people playing
games.  So, I decided to see what it meant.
The Macmillan Dictionary, Level Up means to increase or
improve something.  In the gaming world, this means
progressing to the next level.  But what does that mean in
real life?  How do we Level Up in our lives?

First, we start by taking an inventory of where we are
currently and where we want to be.  This will take
determination, planning, setting goals, researching, and
then executing the plans.  When we talk about Leveling Up
in life, we are talking about every area of our lives:  mental,
emotional, social, economic, educational, nutritional,
physical, and spiritual.

The Word of God tells us in Habakkuk 2:2 to write the vision
down and make it plain. Why?  So that he may run who
reads it, which means that he can clearly understand it.  It
sounds like God is saying to develop a vision board.  This
can be done in every area of life that was mentioned.

As Christians, God tells us in His Word in 2 Peter 3:18 to
“Grow in Grace and the Knowledge of our Lord and Savior
Jesus Christ”.  That sounds like Leveling Up to me.  So,
Leveling Up can mean growth and development; it means
becoming an improved version of yourself.  It also means
being transformed by the renewing of your mind so you can
prove what is the Good, Acceptable, Perfect Will of God.
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Webster’s Dictionary defines “joy” as being an

emotion that is evoked by well-being, success, or

good fortune or by the prospect of being able to

possess what one desires. From a Christian

perspective, the true foundation of our belief

system is rooted in what the Bible refers to as

faith. Faith for the New Testament believer is

the foundation attached to all things that we

hope for even where there is no evidence (Heb.

11:1). Faith defined, is a belief in both God and His

Word. When I believe God and his word, then all

things are derived from what He has said in His

Word. St. John’s chapter one verse three says:

everything that has been created, has been

created by him and stems from our belief in

Him and His word! So, with this understanding,

we can now begin to develop a true

understanding of where the word joy originates

and gets its true meaning.

The joy I am bearing reference to has a

purpose. It is attached to my emotional well-

being, my success, and my good fortune and

brings me into contact with my heart’s desires.

Joy is a feeling that affects my mental well-

being because it’s positive and not negative.  Its

positive effect helps to bring us into contact

with the principles of success, good fortune,

and the things that our heart truly desires,

which the Lord has established in connection 
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with His Word. Here is how it works. Faith is

connected to the truth of God and his Word. The

promises to the believer in God are released by

faith. As we become familiar with the promises

that are connected to God and His Word, joy

comes as a result. The Word declares that after

receiving Him, we receive life more abundantly

and eternal, prosperity, health, strength, and the

ability to ask in faith for our heart’s desires and

have it given to us! Now I ask you, would you not

feel joy when you think about what he has done

for you? How can you not feel joy, overwhelmingly,

when everything in our lives is working together

for our good (Rom. 8:28)? 

As you read through this article, if you have never

accepted Jesus as your personal Savior and desire

to feel the true joy that comes with having a

personal relationship with him, then I encourage

you to do so without delay. If you will confess with

your mouth and believe in your heart that Jesus is

the Son of God and ask him to forgive you of your

sins and declare that you now accept him as your

Lord and Savior, then the bible declares that you

are now “SAVED” and ready to experience the

unspeakable joy that true faith brings by receiving

and believing in Him and his Word! Believe it and

receive it!
